As part of the Code adoption process, each municipality may decide whether the Uniform
Construction Code (UCC) would be administered and enforced locally. Greenfield
Township opted to enforce and administer all of these codes, to ensure more timely
service to our residents.

The Building Codes of the Commonwealth require that a series of building plan reviews
and property inspections be performed. In order for these activities to take place, an
initial building permit isissued following the first plans review (provided the reviewed
plans are accepted under the code). Fees apply for each of these reviews and inspections.
